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Frontier Governance and Modernization from the Perspective of Regional Coordinated
Development

Abstract: The academic community has incorporated new perspectives such as “nationalism” and “inter-
regionalism” into the study of frontier governance. Although to some extent, these new perspectives have made
up for the shortcomings of the “regionalism” orientation, there is still a lack of scientific examinations of the
relationship between frontier governance, national governance, and governance in other regions. The perspective
of coordinated regional development advocates the creation of a normalized regional cooperation model for
frontier governance, which goes beyond the “inter-regionalism”-oriented concept of frontier governance. It
emphasizes coordinating the forces and resources of frontiers and various regions within the country and pays
attention to inter-regional cooperation and coordination between frontiers and the country as a whole. It is a new
development of the orientation of “inter-regionalism”. Under this concept, promoting the modernization of frontier
governance entails multiple aspects. It involves establishing an efective policy framework and fostering better
collaboration among government departments at all levels within frontier provinces and autonomous regions. It is
